On Wednesday we toured the
Amana Woolen Mills, the Amana Furniture Shop, and had another
traditional meal at the Ox Yoke Inn. After lunch we learned about
making wine at the Ackerman Winery and had a wine tasting. On
Thursday we traveled to Kalona and learned about the lifestyle of
the Amish and Mennonites. We toured an Amish Casket Maker, an
Amish Farm operation and enjoyed a delicious homecooked family
style meal in one of the family residents’ homes. After lunch we
toured the very interesting Kalona Historical Village Visitors Center.

On our journey home we toured the gorgeous 17-acre Reimen
Gardens, part of the lowa State Campus in Ames. Our Spirit Club
5- Day Tour was a lot of fun, not only because lowa is a great place
to visit, but we were able to share the experience with a very nice
group of people.
